Upgrading from Small Business Edition to Enterprise Edition involves an
in-place, license key-only upgrade that can be performed without any user
disruption — even while users are logged in and active. Community Edition
running on a supported platform can be upgraded to Small Business Edition
in the same way — with a license key-only upgrade.
